Instructions for Submitting TCMS Display Requirements

When you open the CR_Form.doc file, it has macros, click the “Enable” prompt.

1) Starting from the top of the CR form, fill in these fields:
Requestor, Application name, Test, Test Start Date, Revision History, Mission, Request, Location, Title of change, Description of Change
(Leave the Date CR Submitted field and the LSCB # field blank)

2) Complete the PUI spreadsheets (we need all of this data to develop a display, if it isn’t complete, you won’t get passed the review step).  If there are any data calculations or conditional logic that is required, note it on the spreadsheet and attach an explanation of the algorithm.

3) Sketch (manually or electronically) the display layouts (use the reference numbers in the spreadsheets to indicate location of PUI fields/objects).  If you have no preference of the look and feel, you can skip this step, we’ll do it for you.  If displays exist for these PUIs on other checkout systems, we can approximate those layouts, attach a copy of the other display.

4) In the signatures section, fill in your name and the CAPPS/NASA counterpart if applicable (or N/A) and sign & date.

5) Bring the package to the TCMS Application group for review (For MEIT3, Gary Meier or designee).  After review is complete (could be a few days, we check PUIs, overall do-ability, etc), we will fill-in and sign the “Developer” field.

6) Get the appropriate IPT signatures and affected Systems signatures.  If you are using another systems PUIs, you need their signature, otherwise enter “N/A”.

7) Turn in the package to the TCMS CM representative (Murray Berkley or Don Ely) for presentation to the LSSCB board.  Also, send the electronic copy of all files to the CM rep and to the TCMS developer.  This step must be completed before the cut-off date, or the requirements are late.

8) When the CR is approved by the board, the developer can start work on the application software.
